Sean and his new Team Oracle partner Jessy Panzer will also thrill spectators. 
 

• Shockwave - Powered by three afterburning jet engines producing 36,000 horsepower, Shockwave 
is the Guinness Book world record holder for the fastest jet truck in the world at 376 MPH. You’ll be 
amazed as it explodes down the runway at lightning speeds...even racing an airplane! 

 

• Jacquie B - “Ladies, it’s Time to Fly!” is a message displayed on Jacquie B’s Extra 300S aerobatic 
aircraft.  She started aerobatic flying at the age of 50! Jacquie has been a powerful inspiration to 
millions of fans who realize that they too can accomplish great things in life if you put your mind to it. 
 

• Skip Stewart - One of the most electrifying aerobatic pilots on the air show circuit.  Skip will thrill 
spectators with his highly-modified Pitts S-2S appropriately named “Prometheus”.  The “hot rod” bi-
plane is complete with a dramatic flame paint scheme which matches Skip’s sizzling routine.   
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• Impressive ground displays – Tour aircraft from unique civilian aircraft to WWII warbirds to modern 
military aircraft like the massive C-17 Globemaster III, KC-10 Extender, carrier-based F-18 Super 
Hornet and more.  See the Air Force Band of Flight perform as well. 
 

• Meet and greet the members of the U.S. military – Let our current military personnel show you the 
impressive aircraft and equipment they use to protect our freedom.  It’s a great opportunity to thank 
them for their service to our country too. 
 

• Fun for the entire family including the Vectren Kids’ Hangar, interactive activities and displays.
